
Goa tunes in to HamFest India 2025

Ponda, October 13, 2025: Riding a wave of innovation, HamFest India 2025, took place on 
October  11-12,  2025  at  the  Goa  College  of  Engineering,  Farmagudi,  Ponda,  uniting  radio 
enthusiasts, tech innovators and experts from all over the globe. 

Celebrating the global ham radio community and its innovations, this year’s edition was organised 
by Goa Radio Amateur Society (GRAS) in association with Goa College of Engineering (GEC) 
and supported by the Department of Information Technology, Electronics and Communications 
(DITE&C),  Government  of  Goa.  Royal  Omani  Amateur  Radio  Society,  AMSAT-India,  and 
Upagrah Amateur Radio Club were also part of the event. More than 700 delegates from across 
the globe participated in HamFest India 2025.

Notable among them were those who have been instrumental in 
connecting remote communities and using their knowledge to assist in critical situations, including 
disaster response efforts.
